THE Rock ‘n’ Roll Photographer of the 60’s and 70’s… 
 

Tom Gundelfinger O’Neal 
 
Being in the right place at the right time can sometimes change one’s life.  That happened 
more than forty years ago to Tom Gundelfinger O’Neal.  He and his camera were present at 
the center of the whirlwind that was the Los Angeles rock and roll scene in the late ‘60s and 
early ‘70s.  He had access to some of the most influential musicians of his time and has the 
body of photographic work to show for it. 
 

Jagger, Morrison, Hendrix and more 
 
Tom found himself in great demand by several high profile rock and roll stars.  Ironically, 
he applied both his photographic and graphic design skills in the creation of over 80 album 
covers, including the iconic Déjà Vu cover with Crosby, Stills, Nash and Young.  Other 
notable groups were the Rolling Stones, The Doors, Steppenwolf, The Grateful Dead, Jimi 
Hendrix, Joni Mitchell, Janis Joplin, Poco, Crazy Horse, the Mamas and the Papas, B. B. King, 
and The Three Tenors.  Tom developed relationships with entertainers that have created 
opportunities for many years to follow. 
 
This is the first time that Tom has debuted his rock and roll photography.  He had the 
wonderful opportunity to take all these spectacular shots at the birth of rock and roll but 
never did anything with them.  (He went on to have corporate clients like Rolex and do 
portraits for Bush and Cheney.)  Some of his limited edition pieces in our gallery are #1 or 
#2 of the edition.  When editions sell out, the first numbers become the most valuable so 
get yours now!
